Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By vote of 4-0, ratified the minutes of December 1, 2010 public meeting (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 4-0, remanded for a hearing 2 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license  (Exhibit EL-1*);
By a vote of 4-0, granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee license (Exhibit EL-2*); 


By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license application of Double D. Gaming, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a)  (Exhibit EL-1*); and
By the Authority Delegated to the Director of Licensing, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c)(3)(ii).  The following entities received revenue exemptions from casino service industry enterprise licensure, during the period November 8, 2010 to December 7, 2010:  E-Dialog, Inc., FedEx Freight, Inc., Honeywell International, Inc., and Wal-Mart Stores, Inc  (transcript pages 8-12).

3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Michael Mellon, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President Of Hotel Operations, without first having been qualified  (PRN 3351002)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-14).

4.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Betsy E. Lieberman and Henry S. Le  (a/k/a Dinh Hoang Son Le)  (rulings number 10-12-15-04-A, 10-12-15-04-B; transcript pages 14-15).

5.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC  (d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (10-0068-VC)  (ruling number 10-12-15-05; transcript pages 15-17).
6.
By a vote of 4-0, granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement’s request for preliminary placement of the name of Nicholas Caltabiano on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the petition for final exclusion  (10-0236-EL)  (ruling number 10-12-15-06; transcript pages 17-19).
7.
By votes of 4-0, adjourned for one month the petitions of Kashawn C. McKinley (10-0175-RA); and Clarence E. Washington (10-0297-RA) for early reapplication.

By a vote of 4-0, denied Brenda J. Perry petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0306-RA)  (ruling number 10-12-15-07-B; transcript pages 19-38).

By a vote of 4-0, suspended the credentials held by Josephine D. Rollins  (10-0349-RC) (ruling number 10-12-15-08; transcript pages 39-48).

9.
Considered the Complaint for Forfeiture Order in Atlantic City Showboat, Inc (d/b/a Showboat Casino Hotel), et.al and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 4-0, based upon the patrons having gambled, while either on the self exclusion list or exclusion list, found that these individuals have forfeited the money and or things of value seized, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3; and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc was directed to remit the forfeited funds to the Commission for appropriate disposition, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c) and N.J.A.C. 19:42-2.8 (f)  (10-0284-VC)  (ruling numbers 10-12-15-09; transcript pages 18-50).
10.
By a vote of 4-0, found Jeffrey Gilbert plenary qualification to serve as a Member of the Board of Directors for Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc.  (ruling numbers 10-12-15-10; transcript pages 50-53).
11.
Considered the petition of Sportech, PLC and Sportech Racing LLC and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 4-0 granted  nunc pro tunc  the petition of Sportech, PLC and Sportech Racing LLC, subject to the following conditions: 
a) permit petitioners to submit any outstanding documents by not later than 

    January 10, 2011;
b) extend the deadlines in Resolution 10-09-22-11 to reflect this extension;
c) Order that no further extension will be granted beyond January 10, 2011; and

d)
Order that no transactional waivers will be considered or approved until all


outstanding documents are filed.

Considered the petition of Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; Bally’s Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City); and Boardwalk Regency Corp., (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 4-0, issued a declaratory ruling, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:40-3.7; and granted the requested relief and approved the “Beverage on Demand” System  (PRN 3231001)  (ruling number 10-12-15-12; transcript pages 68-72).

By a vote of 4-0, adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by Bally’s Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City), to permit the progressive slot jackpot transfer, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) (PRN 3261001) (ruling number 10-12-15-13; transcript pages 72-73).

By a vote of 4-0, approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.8 (Retention/Destruction of redeemed slot coupons)  (transcript pages 73-75).
15.
Adjourned the proposed publication of amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11 and 1.14  (Staffing and functions of a satellite cage)  (transcript page 75).

Adjourned the petition of Starlight Events for a declaratory ruling at the request of the Division of Gaming Enforcement  (PRN 2441002)  (transcript pages 76).

The Commission unanimously adopted Resolution No. 10-12-15-19 permitting the Commission to hold a closed session before each scheduled public meeting in 2011  (ruling number 10-12-15-19; transcript pages 76-77).


In accordance with Resolution No. 10-12-15-19, the next closed session of the commission shall be held on Wednesday, January 5, 2011, at 9:15 a.m. in the commission offices  (transcript page 77).
