The Commission considered the petitions, written submissions, exhibits, witnesses and oral arguments presented and issued the following rulings:

By a vote of 5-0, the Commission adopted the draft resolution (C-4 for Identification) and renewed the casino and casino hotel alcoholic beverage licenses of Marina District Development Company, LLC, in accordance with the findings and rulings, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution (ruling number 10-06-24; transcript pages 1-109).
