session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of December 15, 2010  (transcript page 8).

By unanimous vote, Edward J. Fanelle was elected Vice Chair of the Commission until the Reorganization Meeting in January 2011  (ruling number 11-01-05-03; transcript pages 9-10).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 4-0 granted 7 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*); and
By a vote of 4-0, granted the application of Ryan D. Hammer for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Assistant General Manager for Boardwalk Regency Corp. (Exhibit EL-2*)  transcript pages 10-12).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Tropicana Atlantic City Corp. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort)  and issued a temporary casino key employee license 

to Michael Ray, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Assistant Vice President Of Information Technology, without first having been qualified  (PRN 3441001)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 5-14).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Mark Tricano, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President and Assistant General Manager, without first having been qualified  (PRN 3491001)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 17-18).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Peter L. Delaine, Michael D. Hitchens and Hassan J. Bey  (rulings number 11-01-05-07-A, 11-01-05-07-B, 11-01-05-07-C; transcript pages 17-18).

By a vote of 4-0, granted Charles Smith, Jr., permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0279-RA) (ruling number 11-01-05-08; transcript pages 18-20).
9.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $40,000 against Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls and rules of the game  (09-0728-VC)  (ruling number 11-01-05-09; transcript pages 20-22).
10.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Boardwalk Regency Corp. (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls  (10-0138-VC) (ruling number 11-01-05-10; transcript pages 22-24).
11.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Trump Plaza Associates  (d/b/a Trump Plaza Casino Hotel), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (10-0163-VC) (ruling number 11-01-05-11; transcript pages 24-26).
12.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $15,000 against RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC  (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Resort), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (10-0203-VC) (ruling number 11-01-05-12; transcript pages 26-27).
13.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $10,000 against Trump Marina Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Marina Hotel Casino), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding accounting and internal controls  (10-0216-VC)  (ruling number 11-01-05-13; transcript pages 27-30).
14.
By a vote of 4-0, approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling and serving an alcoholic beverage to an underage individual (10-0265-VC) (ruling number 11-01-05-14; transcript pages 30-32).
15.
By a vote of 4-0, adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by Trump Marina Associates, LLC, to permit the progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpots transfers, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) (PRN 3421002) (ruling number 11-01-05-15; transcript    pages 32-34).
16.
By a vote of 4-0, adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by IGT, to permit the multi-casino progressive annuity slot jackpot transfer, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n)            (PRN 3501002) (ruling number 11-01-05-16; transcript pages 34-36).
17.
By a vote of 4-0 temporarily adopted, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.11, 1.12 and 1.14  (Staffing and functions of a satellite cage)  (transcript pages 36-38).
