By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 9 applications for initial or renewal of casino

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino industry license application of Mulholland Furniture, LLC and the qualification of Lewis Kramer, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) (Exhibit EL-1*);

By a vote of 4-0 granted 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*);
By a vote of 4-0 granted the gaming-related casino service industry license renewal application of Bally's Gaming, Inc., pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a); and

By a vote of 4-0 granted the applications for initial or renewal of casino key employee license and for qualification: Joseph R. Giunta, Vice President of Food and Beverage for Bally’s Park Place, Inc; Stanford G. Le, Vice President of Marketing for Harrah’s Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC; and John P. Zappas, Director of Security for Showboat Atlantic City Operating Company, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-12).

By a vote of 4-0, granted German M. Chacon - Fernandez permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0325-RA) (ruling number 11-01-19-04-A);

By a vote of 4-0, denied Kashawn C. McKinley petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0175-RA) (ruling number 11-01-19-04-B); and

By a vote of 4-0, denied Clarence E. Washington petition to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration, but granted him permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (10-0297-RA) (ruling number 11-01-19-04-C; transcript pages 13-22).

By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Adam Dickerson  (ruling number 11-01-19-05; transcript pages 23-33).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner, Michael C. Epps, and granted Robin Chee request to be removed from the Commission’s exclusion list (10-0072-MI)  (ruling number 11-01-19-06; transcript pages 24-27).

By a vote of 4-0, adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC, to permit the progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpots transfers, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n) (PRN 3641001) (ruling number 11-01-19-07; transcript pages 27-29).

By a vote of 4-0, adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested by Trump Plaza Associates LLC  (d/b/a Trump Plaza Hotel Casino), to permit the progressive multi-level instant-pay slot jackpots transfers, subject to compliance with the 30-day notice requirement in N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.39(n)  (PRN 0061106) (ruling number 11-01-19-08; transcript pages 29-30).

By a vote of 4-0, adopted as published, without change, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-3.3 and 7.3  (Complimentary vigorish form)  (transcript pages 30-32).
