By a vote of 3-0, found Robert Symington qualified to serve as a Member of The Board of Directors of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc., and Senior Portfolio Manager of Avenue Capital Management II, L.P.  (ruling number 11-04-06-09; transcript pages 23-25).

Considered the application of Avenue NJ Entertainment, LLC and Avenue NJ Entertainment Holdings, LLC for Plenary Qualification as Holding Companies of Casino Licensees Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC and Trump Plaza Associates, LLC.

Griffin, Chief Operating Officer of Trump Entertainment Resort and Member of the Trump Entertainment Resorts Board of Directors.
The commission considered the written submissions, oral arguments and testimony presented and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 3-0 adopted the draft resolution and found Avenue NJ Entertainment, LLC and Avenue NJ Entertainment Holdings, LLC qualified as Holding Companies of Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC., all as set forth in the findings and rulings in the resolution  (ruling number 11-04-06-10; transcript pages 25-67).

By a vote of 5-0, approved for publication, amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:43-5.1, 5.2, 5.3 and 5.5; Proposed repeal of N.J.A.C. 19:43-5.4 and Proposed new rule N.J.A.C. 19:43-12.1  (transcript pages 67-72).
