Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
In Closed Session, The Commission approved the Alternative Workweek Policy within the Commission’s Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual  (transcript page 8).
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of January 4, 2006  (transcript page 8).

2.
The Commission unanimously adopted a Resolution selecting Cynthia Davis as recipient of the “Sandra Donahue Employee Recognition Award” for the Calendar Year 2005.  Certificates were presented for outstanding dedication and work ethics to William Carlton, Lisa Pastore and Erin Hill (ruling number 06-01-18-02; transcript pages 9-13).
3.

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license initial and/or renewal applications of Cooper Electric Supply Co. and Brintons U.S. Axminster, Inc.

By a vote of 5-0 found Akira Genma plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related CSI licenses of Konami Gaming, Inc. and Konami Corporation, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h) (transcript pages 13-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corp., (d/b/a Caesar's Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Frank A. Muscolina, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e), and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Human Resources, without first having been qualified.  (PRN 0060606)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 16-17).

By votes of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Taina A. Felder, Mario Palladinetti, John D. Lewentowicz, Natia N Huckaby, Christine Boyd, Michael D. Burke, Carla T. Green-Abrams, Kelli N. Brown, Melissa Cotapo-Gomez, Rashad O. Saddler, Samuel Arriaga, Jr., and David T. Wafle, Jr. (rulings number 06-01-18-05-A, 06-01-18-05-B, 06-01-18-05-C, 06-01-18-05-D, 06-01-18-05-E, 06-01-18-05-F, 06-01-18-05-G, 06-01-18-05-H, 06-01-18-05-I, 06-01-18-05-J, 06-01-18-05-K, 06-01-18-05-M);

approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $500 against Holly F. Shimonis and a 20 day suspension of her casino employee license, for underage gaming violation of section 119a of the Act  (04-0021-VC)  (ruling number 06-01-18-05-L; transcript pages 17-21).
6.
By a votes of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Orders placing the names of Christopher W. Lee (a/k/a Chris Lee) and Dennis Sean McAndrew (a/k/a Dennis Andrew Nikrasch, Frank Shabazian, Robert H. Collins, Dennis Nelton, Nelton Dennision, Dennis Wells, Carl Peters and Charles Stevens) on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome on the related petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 06-01-18-06-A, 06-01-18-06-B; transcript pages 21-45).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Michael C. Epps, Commissioner, and found Kevin M. Entress qualified and granted the application for renewal of his casino key employee license (ruling number 06-01-18-07; transcript pages 45-46).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of WMS Gaming, Inc., and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant N.J.A.C. 19:51-1-14(b) (3).  Fidelity Management and Research Company and Fidelity Advisor Value Strategies Fund are institutional investor as defined by N.J.S.A. 5:12-27.1, subject to the conditions in the Order (PRN 3130509)  (ruling number 06-01-18-08; transcript pages 46-49).
9.
The Commission considered the petition of M. Shanken Communications, Inc. and Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) for a declaratory ruling that M. Shanken Communications, Inc need not file for a CSI license.  The Commission also considered the exhibits, witness and oral argument presented and issued the following ruling:
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition for a declaratory ruling that M. Shanken Communications, Inc need not file for a CSI license, subject to the following conditions:

1.
Petitioner is required to file an updated vendor registration form;
2.
Any future agreements between M. Shanken Communications, Inc. and Marina District Development Company, LLC, must be filed with the Commission and the Division;
3.
The terms of any verbal agreements must be reduced to writing and filed with the respective agencies; and
4.
All filings must be made at least thirty days prior to the contemplated event.
(PRN 2000511) (ruling number 06-01-18-09; transcript pages 49-91, 100-105).

The Commission considered the petition of Circus Circus New Jersey, Inc. for withdrawal of their casino license application:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3060507) (ruling number 06-01-18-10; transcript pages 91-94).
11.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel) for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfigurations and expansions of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3640502) (ruling number 06-01-18-11; transcript pages 94-95).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel) for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted a reconfiguration and expansion of its casino floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0040608) (ruling number 06-01-18-12; transcript pages 95-96).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.16 and 1.18 (Destruction of Dice and Cards within 72 Hours)  (transcript pages 96-98).
14.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to Poker Procedures concerning Patron Tips and Gratuities, Card Changing and Seating Vacancy Announcements  (transcript pages 98-99)
15
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted new rule N.J.A.C. 19:47-2.24  (Payout limitation for Twenty Point Bonus)  (transcript pages 99-100).
