By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the qualification of Susan Meek, Clay Meek and the casino service industry license application of Aircraft Source, Inc.

By a vote of 5-0 granted 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the non-gaming related casino service industry license renewal applications Staples Contract & Commercial, Inc., and Daniel J. Keating Construction Company (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found David J. Lucchese plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of Bally Gaming, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h) (transcript pages 9-13).

By votes of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Yesenia J. Avila  (a/k/a Yesina Avila), John C. Fiore, Kenneth C. Nesbitt, Hugo J. Espinal-Zuleta, Kenneth E. Lambert, Jr., James J. Bowes, Marvin R. Harrell, Dana B. Nixon, Mark A. Robbins, Cary S. Metz (a/k/a Cary S. Metzgroff), Michael A. Babilya and Jose A. Torres  (rulings number 06-02-01-03-A, 06-02-01-03-B, 06-02-01-03-C, 06-02-01-03-F, 06-02-01-03-G, 06-02-01-03-H, 06-02-01-03-I, 06-02-01-03-J, 06-02-01-03-K, 06-02-01-03-L, 06-02-01-03-M, 06-02-01-03-N);

approved the stipulation of settlement and allowed Michael E. James to retain his casino employee license, subject to the conditions in the Order  (ruling number 06-02-01-03-D); and

Respondent may petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-02-01-03-E; transcript pages 13-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and found Steven J. Ritondo disqualified and denied the application for renewal of his casino key employee license and qualification.  Respondent may petition for a casino key employee license and qualification after March 1, 2006  (ruling number 06-02-01-04; transcript pages 15-16).

By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Luis A. Reyes.  Respondent is prohibited from employment in any capacity by a casino licensee, including any non-credential position (ruling number 06-02-01-05; transcript pages 17-18).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Michael Chau (a/k/a Minh C. Chau)  on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 06-02-01-06; transcript pages 18-19).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 denied the petition of Cummins-Allison Corporation and required that the security holders identified therein, file the appropriate qualifier or business entity disclosure forms, with the exception of the Mildred Mentzer Trust and its Co-Trustees.  If a completed application is not filed on or before March 6, 2006, petitioner is prohibited from conducting any direct or indirect business with casino licensees or applicants, and must terminated all existing contracts or business by March 17, 2006   (PRN 2890404) (ruling number 06-02-01-07; transcript pages 19-33).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found James J. Florio qualified to serve as an Outside Director of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc.  (ruling number 06-02-01-08; transcript pages 33-35).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Morton E. Handel qualified to serve as an Outside Director of Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc.  (ruling number 06-02-01-09; transcript pages 35-37).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication the readoption of N.J.A.C. 19:47 (Rules of The Game)  (transcript page 37).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for republication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.18 (Retention of Redeemed Gaming Vouchers, Cashed Pari-Mutuel Tickets and cashed Credit Vouchers)  (transcript pages 37-39).
