Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
The Casino Control Commission received the Employer Support Guard Reserve (ESGR) Award, which honors employers who support their employees who serve in the Armed Forces.  This award also included a Certificate of Appreciation by the United States Department of Defense.
Commissioner Fedorko, who is also a Board Member of the Employer Support Guard Reserve, presented the Award to Chair Kassekert, on behalf of the Commission.  Inspector Tamar LaSure who recently returned to her position with the Commission, after serving three years with the military also participated in the ceremony.
The Casino Control Commission was also recognized by the New Jersey Army National Guard for the support of the Oyster Creek Nuclear Power Plant Mission (State Active Duty Mission)  (transcript page 9-13).

By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of March 1, 2006  (transcript page 13).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license applications of Produce Pete's Enterprises, LLC and the qualification of Stephen Katzman, David Napolitano, Peter J. Napolitano, Jr. and Peter C. Napolitano; Sgarra Brothers, LLC and the qualification of Richard Sgarra, Andrew Sgarra, Michael Sgarra and Nicholas Sgarra; Vallee and Bowe, Inc.; and Sterling China USA, LLC.  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of David L. Norcutt, Sr. for a casino key employee licenses and for qualification as Executive Director of Surveillance for ACE Gaming, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Christopher G. Strano, Atlantic City Coin & Slot Service Company, Inc; Gordon Dickie, Shuffle Master, Inc.; and Ronnie J. Rivera, IGT (transcript pages 13-17).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel Atlantic City), Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corp., (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City)  and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Andrew Swenson, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Casino Marketing for Atlantic City Operations, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0590605)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 17-19).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Allan Noble, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Hotel Operations, without first having been qualified (PRN 0590606) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 19-20).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of ACE Gaming, LLC (d/b/a Sand Hotel Casino)  and issued a temporary casino key employee license to William P. King, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Director of Internal Audit, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0650601)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 20-21).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Michael A. Conroy, Kenneth m. Kadar, Paul J. Williams, Nicole K. Young, Cathy L. Hagelgans, Louis K. Travies, Antulio Roldan, Jr., Thomas D. Buscemi, Cezar V. Vicencio, (a/k/a Cezas V. Vicencio) and Alphonse George (rulings number 06-03-15-06-A, 06-03-15-06-B, 06-03-15-06-C, 06-03-15-06-D, 06-03-15-06-E, 06-03-15-06-F, 06-03-15-06-G, 06-03-15-06-I, 06-03-15-06-J; transcript pages 21-22).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $12,500 against Marina Associates (d/b/a/ Harrah’s Atlantic City Hotel and Casino) for violation of Commission regulations, regarding N.J.A.C. 19:45-1.54 (d )(1) of the Act  (05-0552-VC)  (ruling number 06-03-15-07; transcript pages 22-24).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision Summary Decision of Hearing Examiner, William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and denied the casino service industry license application of VMI Productions, Inc.  VMI Productions, Inc., Marina Lerner and Vlad Lavrinovich are found disqualified and prohibited from conducting any direct or indirect business with casino licensees or applicants, and must terminate all existing contracts or business by March 30, 2006 (ruling numbers 06-03-15-08; transcript pages 24-26).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 entered final Orders directing that the names of Michael Chau, (a/k/a Minh C. Chau) and Domenico Cutaia, (a/k/a Danny Cutaia) remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission.  Further, revoked the casino employee license held by Michael Chau (ruling number 06-03-15-09-A, 06-03-15-09-B; transcript pages 26-27).

10.
By a vote of 5-0, due their being on the self-exclusion list on the date of the winnings, the money theoretically won by the named individuals in the six violation complaints against Atlantic City Showboat, Inc (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel), et al. (05-0889-VC); Caesars Entertainment (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), et al. (05-0891-VC); Resorts International Hotel, Inc. (d/b/a Resorts Atlantic City), et al. (05-0829-VC); Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel and Casino), et al. (05-0828-VC); Caesars Entertainment (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), et al. (05-0890-VC); and Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah’s Marina Hotel and Casino), et al. (05-0888-VC) is forfeited, and the respective casinos are required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c) (rulings number 06-03-15-10-A, 06-03-15-10-B, 06-03-15-10-C, 06-03-15-10-D, 06-03-15-10-E, 06-03-15-10-F; transcript pages 28-30).
11.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Grant Ashley temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Corporate Security, Surveillance and Investigations for Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Ashley file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by March 30, 2006  (PRN 0580608) (ruling number 06-03-15-11; transcript pages 30-32).
12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Rose McKinney -James qualified to serve a Director of MGM Mirage  (ruling number 06-03-15-12; transcript pages 32-34).

13
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found the following qualifiers of RIH Resorts, LLC, and Colony RIH Holdings, Inc. plenarily qualified:  a) Todd M. Chandler, Vice President of Database Marketing;  b) Joseph J. Guzzardo, Vice President of Corporate Security; and  c) Charles P. Fortino, Senior Vice President of Human Resources  (ruling number 06-03-15-13; transcript pages 34-36).

14.
By a vote of 5-0 readopted as amended the Commissions’ Resolution delegating the authority to perform certain functions to the Director of the Division of Compliance.  (06-03-15-14; transcript pages 36-37).
15.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the Wheel of Fortune $.25 Video Slot System and to transfer and split its Progressive Jackpot to the Wheel of Fortune $.05 Video Slot System:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT’s request to transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0580609)  (ruling number 06-03-15-15; transcript pages 37-38).


In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, April 5, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 39).


Mr. Bert Urback, a resident of Runnemede, N.J., addressed the Commission during the public participation portion of the meeting (transcript pages 39-46).


The meeting adjourned at 11:07 a.m.
