Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

Certificates were presented for exemplary attendance to Andrew Chavez, Nathan Hall, Mary Beth Butler, William Carlton, John VanOrden, Ken Doss, Richard Franz, Rochelle Jefferson, William Wong, Indra Qareeb, Leonora Humphreys and Commissioner Michael Epps.  A plaque was presented to Leodus Battle in recognition for No Sick Time Used in 25 consecutive years of service and McKenna Mahoney was recognized for 20 consecutive years of perfect attendance (transcript pages 9-15).

By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of April 19, 2006  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 


By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings the casino service industry license applications of Aaron David Associates, Inc.; and Gaming Edge Technology, Inc. and the qualifications of Eugene Boylan and Robert Koerner  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 4 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license initial and renewal applications of Floor Resources, Inc.; and Star Group Communications, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found Brian Callaghan plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of Bally Gaming, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (Exhibit EL-2*)
By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  John W. Devaull, Manager of Regional Sales for WMS Gaming Inc.; and George L. Sparks III, Vice President of Database Marketing and Analysis for Ace Gaming, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 15-17).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Patrick Ramsey, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Slots and Security, without first having been found qualified (PRN 1080607) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 19-20).

4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel Atlantic City), Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally's Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corp. (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to James M. Ziereis, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Convention/Hotel Sales for Atlantic City Operations, without first having been found qualified (PRN 1110606) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 20-22).

5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of George L Rodriquez, Jalila A. Brown, Odessa Lawry, Rosalind E. Palmer, Brahin T Patterson, Samuel M. Cooke – Cleary, Arun K. Magon, James E. Miles, Zachary Brevard, Patricia D. Crocker, Lorraine M. Fenske, Karen E. Russo, Sabrina DeVane and Joseph Saraniti (rulings number 06-05-03-05-A, 06-05-03-05-C, 06-05-03-05-D, 06-05-03-05-E, 06-05-03-05-F, 06-05-03-05-G, 06-05-03-05-I, 06-05-03-05-J, 06-05-03-05-K, 06-05-03-05-L, 06-05-03-05-M, 06-05-03-05-N, 06-05-03-05-O, 06-05-03-05-P);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied casino employee license application of Lisa M. Stokes, (a/k/a Lisa Johnson, Myisha A. Bullock, Lisa Collier, Betty Prather, Betty West, Lisa Prather, Lisa Kelsey and Jane Doe).  Applicant may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and reapply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-05-03-05-B);


Approved the stipulation of settlement and allowed Abdur R. Khademi to withdraw his application for a casino key employee license and permitted him to retain his casino employee license.  Applicant may apply for a casino key employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation and the conditions in the Order  (ruling number 06-05-03-05-H; transcript pages 23-25)
6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the Stipulation of Settlement and impose a civil penalty of $10,000 against Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort)  for violation of Commission regulations pertaining to underage gambling  (05-0892-VC) (ruling number 06-05-03-06; transcript pages 25-26).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and denied the exceptions filed by the Divisions. Found Gordon L. McCourt, Jr. (a/k/a Gorden McCourt, Jr.) disqualified from licensure, but applied a section 91e waiver to permit him to retain his casino service employee registration.  Mr. McCourt is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, qualification, or approval required under the Act  (04-0820-RC)  (ruling number 06-05-03-07; transcript pages 26-29).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 denied the Division of Gaming Enforcement application to suspend Renee Habermehl casino employee license.  Further, directed that, absent the parties reaching an amicable settlement at the upcoming conference on May 9, 2006, the case will proceed to an expedited hearing on the revocation complaint   (06-0071-RC)  (ruling number 06-05-03-08; transcript pages 34-38).

By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Sommeling Abstained), granted the petition of Standard Funding Corporation for an exemption from non-gaming related casino service industry licensure, based on its comparable regulation, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 of the Act  (PRN 0230601)  (ruling number 06-05-03-09; transcript pages 26-32).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Suez Energy Resources NA, Inc., for an exemption from non-gaming related casino service industry licensure, based on its comparable regulation, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c ) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 of the Act (PRN 0390603) (ruling number 06-05-03-10; transcript pages 32-34).
11
Considered the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC. for a Declaratory Ruling regarding maintaining a reporting only account with Experian:
By a vote of 5-0 adopted draft resolution and denied the relief requested in the petition.  The petitioners has two weeks to submit to the Commission, certifications indicating that the relationship with Experian has been terminated and that any transactions currently being carried by Experian will be deleted and purged by Experian
(PRN 0650605) (ruling number 06-05-03-11; transcript pages 38-69).

Considered the petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort):

By vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the temporary waiver of the requirements of N.J.A.C 19:45-1.42 (o), subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1110605) (ruling number 06-05-03-12; transcript pages 69-71).
13.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal associates (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1090606) (ruling number 06-05-03-13; transcript pages 71-73).

14.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication amendments and new rules for Two Card Joker Poker (transcript pages 73-74).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments and new rule for the Twenty Point Bonus Wagers ("lucky ladies") (transcript pages 74-75).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Ace Gaming, LLC, (t/a Sands Casino Hotel), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1180609) (ruling number 06-05-03-16; transcript pages 75-77).

17.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Kevin Sterling, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Food & Beverage, without first having been found qualified (PRN 1170609) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 22-23).
