session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
The Commission unanimously approved the revision to the Violence in the Workplace Policy, incorporating the revised Safety and Security Report Form within the Commission’s Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of May 3, 2006  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 4-0 found Richard L. Baldwin plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related casino service industry license of Shuffle Master, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-13).)

By a vote of 4-0 granted Raquel D. Gomez permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-05-17-04-A);

By a vote of 4-0 granted Kevin J. McAnally permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential casino hotel alcoholic beverage employee, conditioned upon his signing a wage execution consent agreement addressing his child support obligation  (ruling number 06-05-17-04-B; transcript pages 15-18).

By vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Raja G. Bandaru (a/k/a Raja Banaru), Christopher J. Blake, Santos E. Blanco and Atul S. Parikh  (ruling number 06-05-17-05-A, 06-05-17-05-B, 06-05-17-05-C, 06-05-17-05-D; transcript pages 18-19).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the Division of Gaming Enforcement request for preliminary placement of the Order placing the name of Don Van Ho on the exclusion list, pending the final outcome of the related petition for final exclusion  (rulings number 06-05-17-06; transcript pages 20-21).

By a vote of 4-0 entered final Orders directing that the names of Eugene A. Bulgarino (a/k/a James Bulgarino, Jim Bulgarino, Gigi Bulgarino), Jose Flores (a/k/a Tony Flores, Jose Torres), Christopher W. Lee (a/k/a Chris Lee) and Dennis Sean McAndrew (a/k/a Dennis Andrew Nikrasch, Frank Shabazian, Robert H. Collins, Dennis Nelton, Nelton Dennison, Dennis Wells, Carl Peters, Charles Stevens) remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission.  Further, revoked the casino employee license and casino service employee registration held by Christopher W. Lee, (a/k/a Chris Lee) (ruling number 06-05-17-07-A, 06-05-17-07-B, 06-05-17-07-C, 06-05-17-07-D; transcript page 21-23).

Considered the forfeiture Orders as amended on the record in State v. Trump Plaza Associates, LLC; et al. (06-0061-VC) and Marina District Development Company, LLC; et al. (06-0062-VC):

By a vote of 4-0 due their being underaged on the date of the winnings, the money theoretically won by the named individuals in the two violation complaints against Trump Plaza Associates, LLC; et al. (d/b/a Trump Plaza Casino Hotel) (06-0061-VC) and Marina District Development Company, LLC; et al. ( d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) (06-0062-VC) is forfeited, and Trump Plaza Associates is required to remit $3,552.75 and Marina District Development Company is required to remit $2,700 to the Commission In accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:12-71.3(c)  (ruling number 06-05-17-08-A, 06-05-17-08-B; transcript pages 23-25).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the motion of Scalamandre Silks to vacate the Commission’s Denial/ Prohibitory Order dated July 30, 2003, and permitted the company to resume transacting business with Casino licensees  (ruling number 06-05-17-09; transcript pages 25-26). 
10.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Donald Douglas Burkhalter qualified to serve as Vice President of Customer Relations-Brand Management for Trump Entertainment Resorts, Inc.  (ruling number 06-05-17-10; transcript pages 26-28).

11.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Lance Millage temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President-Corporate Controller for RIH Resorts, LLC, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7 (PRN 1220603) (ruling number 06-05-17-11; transcript pages 28-30).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the slot machine prototype, subject to the conditions in the resolution  (rulings number 06-05-17-12,; transcript pages 31-34).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.10 and 47-2.12 (Drawing of Additional Cards by Dealer on Soft 17)  (transcript pages 34-35).

By a vote of 4-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.11 (Smaller Craps Table) (transcript pages 35-36).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah’s Casino Hotel Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1320609) (ruling number 06-05-17-15; transcript pages 36-38).

Considered the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, L.L.C. (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton Casino Hotel) for relief from certain portions of Resolution No. 06-04-19-20 and to establish the effective date of its casino and casino hotel alcoholic beverage licenses, and related matters:

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, establishing May 1, 2006, as the effective date of the casino and casino hotel alcoholic beverage licenses of RIH Acquisitions NJ, L.L.C.  (PRN 1350612)  (ruling number 06-05-17-16; transcript pages 30-31).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1320601) (ruling number 06-05-17-17; transcript pages 38-40).
