Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Sommeling abstained) ratified the minutes of May 17, 2006  (transcript page 11).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 19 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of R-2000 Architectural Millwork, Inc  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license renewal application of Massett Bertino Joint Venture  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Carolyn Chun, Vice President of Customer Development/ Slots for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., Martin R. Goldman, Vice President of Marketing for Marina Associates and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., William P. King, Jr., Director of Internal Audit for ACE Gaming, LLC, Daniel L. Nita, Senior Vice President and General Manager for Boardwalk Regency Corporation, and David J. Polizzi, Vice President of Casino Operations for Trump Plaza Associates, LLC   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the joint petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. and RIH Acquisitions NJ, L.L.C. and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Gary C. DiBartolomeo, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6, to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of National Marketing, without first having been found qualified, subject to compliance with the license conditions imposed by the Commission Order dated March 16, 2005 (PRN 1220606) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 17-18).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of John R. Hall, Jr., Carl T. Pickens, James Weatherford, Colleen J. Kelly, Richard P. Stropoli, Eddie M. Wilson, Michael G. Anthony, Dawn L. Tennant, Frank J. Varra, Peter R. Arbona, Jr., Tiffany J. Mixson (a/k/a Tiffani Mixson), Douglas A. Pluck and Dante Y. Coleman (rulings number 06-06-07-04-A, 06-06-07-04-B, 06-06-07-04-C, 06-06-07-04-D, 06-06-07-04-E, 06-06-07-04-F, 06-06-07-04-G, 06-06-07-04-H, 06-06-07-04-I, 06-06-07-04-J, 06-06-07-04-K, 06-06-07-04-L, 06-06-07-04-, 06-06-07-04-N);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held Miosotis Colon (a/k/a Miosotis Colon-Afanador, Alejandra Zendejas).  Respondent may petition for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-06-07-04-K; transcript pages 18-20).

By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Epps abstained) approved the stipulations of settlement and  a)  imposed a total civil penalty of $60,000 against Trump Taj Mahal Associates;  b)  imposed a total civil penalty of $2,500 against Bennilee (“FLOYD”) Reaves and a 2-day suspension without pay; and  c)  imposed a total civil penalty of $300 against Marie Campolo and a 2-day suspension without pay for violation of Commission regulations regarding credit regulations  (05-0282-VC)  (ruling number 06-06-07-05; transcript pages 20-23).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Ralph G. Frulio, Vice Chair, and denied the petition for removal of David H. Morse from the Commission’s exclusion list  (05-0423-MI)  (ruling number 06-06-07-05; transcript pages 24-26).

By a vote of 5-0 granted John C. Clark petition to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel alcoholic beverage employee  (ruling number 06-06-07-07-A);


By a vote of 5-0 granted Donald J. Mooney permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-06-07-07-B);.


By a vote of 5-0 granted Kim M. Smith permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-06-07-07-C; transcript pages 29-34).

By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Terry L. Gay, Aldo T. Lapaix, Jeury J. Sierra, Wendy G. Moradel-Lopez and Jayme L. White   (ruling number 06-06-07-06-A, 06-06-07-08-B, 06-06-07-08-C, 06-06-07-08-D, 06-06-07-08-E; transcript pages 34-35).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Vincent James Intrieri temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of a Member of The Board of Directors of American Property Investors, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Intrieri file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by June 22, 2006  (PRN 1240604) (ruling number 06-06-07-09; transcript pages 35-37).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Hillel Moerman temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers Vice President of Strategic Planning For American Real Estate Partners, L.P., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Moerman file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by June 22, 2006  (PRN 1280602)) (ruling number 06-06-07-10; transcript pages 37-39).

By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Sommeling abstained) adopted the draft Resolution and found Charles B. Danner qualified to serve as Vice President of Design and Construction for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Eastern Division  (ruling number 06-06-07-11; transcript pages 39-41).

By a vote of 5-0 readopted as published N.J.A.C. 19:47 (Rules Of The Game) (transcript page 43).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:41-9.8 (Gaming Related Casino Service Industry License Fee)  (transcript pages 44-45).
14.
The petition of Marina District Development Company, L.L.C (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino) to reconfigure its hard and soft count rooms were approved through delegated authority and not considered (1160604).

The Commission considered the petition of Marina District Development Company, L.L.C (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino) and the testimony of Larry Mullin, President and Chief Operating Officer, Marina District Development Company, L.L.C and Auggie Cippollini, Senior Vice President and Chief Administrative Officer, Marina District Development Company, L.L.C and issued the following ruling:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition, for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1070617) (ruling number 06-06-07-14; transcript pages 45-59).

Considered the petition of Olympia Dice; Trump Taj Mahal Associates (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort); and Greate Bay Hotel And Casino, Inc. (t/a Sands Hotel and Casino), for approval of "Lonestar Craps" (Additional Wagers In The Authorized Games Of Craps And Mini-Craps): 

By a vote of 5-0 approved the proposed craps and mini-craps wager and  1) found that the proposed new wagers are variations of existing wagers in the game of craps and mini-craps, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-5 and N.J.A.C 19:47-8.4;  2) authorized the publication of the Notice of Proposal and Notice of Temporary Adoption, and temporarily adopted the proposed amendments, which will permit the new wager to be offered on the gaming floor for up to 270 days;  3) conditioned any test or use of the new craps and mini-craps upon:  a) the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary internal control submissions and Indemnification and Release Agreements; and b) the issuance of a CSI license or any necessary transactional waivers to Olympia Dice  (PRN 1080601)  (transcript pages 59-63).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.40d (Division Inspection Of Slot Machine Jackpots)  (transcript pages 63-64).
17.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C 19:46-1.19b (Pai Gow Tile Changing Frequency)  (transcript pages           ).
18.
By a vote of 4-0  a) preliminarily approved the bad beat payouts compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b) authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of bad beat payouts in poker to begin on or after July 10, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;  c) temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test;  d) delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the bad beat payouts; and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test; and  e) conditioned any test of bad beat payouts upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of bad beat payouts   (transcript pages 65-67).

19.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Kevin S. Smith temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Regional Vice President of Litigation for RIH Resorts, LLC, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which among other things, required that Mr. Smith file a PHD-MJ and New Jersey Supplemental by July 10, 2006  (PRN 1380609) (ruling number 06-06-07-19; transcript pages 41-42).
20.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the motion for relief and vacated the Commission’s Order dated March 1, 2006.  Reinstated the credentials held by Patrick J. Kennedy, in accordance with an earlier Commission Order dated May 25, 2005, subject to compliance with a new wage execution dated May 25, 2006  (ruling number 06-06-07-20; transcript pages 26-29).

In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, June 21, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 67).


Mr. Franklin Johnson, a resident of North Carolina, addressed the Commission during the public participation portion of the meeting  (transcript pages 67-73).
