Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of June 7, 2006  (transcript page 9).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 16 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Julius Silvert, Inc. and the qualifications of Stephen F. Sorkin, James A Sorkin and Edward L. Sorkin (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino


employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Joseph A. Corbo, Vice President and General Counsel for Marina District Development Company, LLC; and John W. Payne, Regional President of Atlantic City Operations for Marina Associates, Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally’s Park Place., and Boardwalk Regency Corporation   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Signe Huff, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6, to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Talent, without first having been found qualified (PRN 1450613) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-13).

The Petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC for the issuance of a temporary casino key employee license to Gary Ng, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and to permit him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President of Asian Player Development, without first having been found qualified was been adjourned without date  (PRN 1600603)  (transcript page 13)
5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Jessier Soriano, Francis A. DiJohn, Jr., Carlton S. Evans, Kamil A. Zaffa, George A. Johnson, Xiao F. Chu (a/k/a Danny Chu), Donna M. James, Elaine P. Maffeo, Anthony F. Ruffo, II, Guy A. Woods, Jr., Schneider Laguerre and Anthony P. Cantelmi (rulings number 06-06-21-05-A, 06-06-21-05-B, 06-06-21-05-C, 06-06-21-05-D, 06-06-21-05-E, 06-06-21-05-F, 06-06-21-05-G, 06-06-21-05-H, 06-06-21-05-I, 06-06-21-05-J, 06-06-21-05-K, 06-06-21-05-L; transcript pages 13-15).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and found Scott C. Burzynski disqualified, and denied his casino employee license application.  Mr. Burzynski  is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act or working in a non-credential hotel position  (ruling number 06-06-21-06; transcript pages 15-16).

7.
By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Frulio abstained) adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Michael C. Epps, Commissioner, and found Emmitt Worthy, III disqualified, and maintained his casino service employee registration in its present revoked status.  Mr. Worthy is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act or working in a non-credential hotel position  (ruling number 06-06-21-07; transcript pages 16-18).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $35,000.00 against Resorts International Hotel, Inc., for violation of Commission regulations regarding N.J.S.A 5:12-104b and N.J.AC 19:43-10.6(a) 5  (06-0138-VC)  (ruling number 06-06-21-08; transcript pages 18-23).
9.
By a vote of 5-0 approve the amended stipulation of settlement and assessed the following penalties for violation of Commission regulations regarding N.J.A.C 19:45-1.3, 1.10d and 1.11A:   a)  imposed a civil penalty of $103,000.00 against Resorts International Hotel, Inc.; and   b)  Suspended Heather Allen casino key employee license for a period of three consecutive months  (06-0069-VC)  (ruling number 06-06-07-09; transcript pages 23-26).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and impose a civil penalty of $185,000.00 against Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City); for violation of Commission regulations regarding N.J.A.C 19:45-1.10 and 1. 05-0307-VC)  (ruling number 06-06-21-10; transcript pages 26-28).

11.
By a vote of 5-0 denied Juan C. Gonzalez petition to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 06-06-21-11; transcript pages 30-34).
12.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the motion of the Division of Gaming Enforcement and issued a temporary prohibitory Order concerning Omnicon, Inc. and Mikhail Erman   (06-0306-MI)   (ruling number 06-06-21-12; transcript pages 34-36).
13.
By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Epps abstained) suspended the credential held by Doneesha T. Cross (ruling number 06-06-21-13-A);

By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credential held by Hoa T. Dam (ruling number  06-06-21-13-B); and

By vote of 5-0 suspended the credential held by Moni Kazi  (ruling 06-06-21-13-C; transcript pages 36-38).

14.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the requested relief and deemed Microsoft Corporation non-gaming related casino service industry license application complete, without requiring a qualifier disclosure form-from Bill Gates or Steve Ballmer.  Further, petitioner must file its outstanding qualifier disclosure form for Bradford Smith by July 21, 2006  (PRN 0830601)  (ruling number 06-06-21-14; transcript pages 38-41).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and waive qualification pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d(1) as to Brad Belhouse in his capacity as Vice President of Corporate Finance; and as to Brad  Hirsch in his capacity as Vice President of Customer Service Assurance, Central Division, subject to the condition stated in the Resolution  (PRN 1590623) (ruling number 06-06-21-15; transcript pages 41-44).
16.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Gage Parrish temporarily qualified and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Finance for Boyd Gaming Corporation, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7  (PRN 1450602) (ruling number 06-06-21-16; transcript pages 44-46).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, and permitted the reconfiguration and expansion of its casino floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 1590624) (ruling number 06-06-21-17; transcript pages 46-47).

The petition of IGT for approval of an agreement to administer certain Multi-Casino Slot System trusts was adjourned to the July 19, 2006 public meeting (PRN 1570614),  (transcript pages 47-48).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published without change, amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.8 (Retention of Redeemed Gaming Vouchers, Cashed Pari-Mutuel Tickets and Cashed Credit Vouchers) (transcript page 48-49).

Considered the petition Of Lakes Entertainment, Inc. and Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort for approval of "World Poker Tour All-In Hold'em":


By a vote of 5-0 tabled the petition for up to 90 days and authorized publication of a Notice of Action to that effect  (PRN 1380602) (transcript page 50-51).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published with minor technical changes, amendments and new rules for Flop Poker  (transcript page 51).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendment to N.J.A.C 19:46-1.6 (Commingled Value Chip Inventories)  (transcript pages 51-52).

By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.9B and 1.9C  (Complimentary Reporting of Cash and Noncash Gifts) (transcript pages 52-53).

By a vote of 5-0 approve for publication amendments concerning alternative procedure for Pre-Inspection and Pre-Shuffling of Cards  (transcript pages 53-55).
25.
By a vote of 5-0  a)  preliminarily approve the Ten Bonus Wagers for Black Jack as revised, as a new wager compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;   b)  authorize the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a new test of Ten Bonus Wagers to begin on or after July 24, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;   c)  temporarily adopt the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test   d)  delegate to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a re-authorized test of the Ten Bonus Wagers;    e)  condition any re-authorized test of Ten Bonus Wagers upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the wager; and   f)  further condition any test re-authorized herein to be conducted by each participating casino licensee to provide continuous, dedicated camera coverage of any open gaming table at which the Ten Bonus Wagers are offered  (transcript pages 55-57).

By a vote of 5-0 approved a)  preliminarily approve Asia Poker as a new game compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;  b)  authorize the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a new test of Asia Poker to begin on or after July 24, 2006; subject to the conditions listed below, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;   c)  temporarily adopt the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the above test   d)  delegate to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of Asia Poker and to approve any gaming equipment necessary to the implementation of the test;  e)  condition any test of Asia Poker upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of Asia Poker; and   f)  further condition any test of Asia Poker upon the filing by Tang Dynasty Entertainment, Inc., a completed casino service industry license application, pursuant to section 92c of the Act and the granting of an appropriate transactional waiver  (transcript pages 57-59).

By a vote of 4-0 (Chair Kassekert abstained) approved the stipulation of settlement and granted Joseph Sarnese application for renewal of his casino key employee license and qualification, subject to the conditions in the Order (06-0190-ER)  (ruling number 06-06-21-27; transcript pages 28-30).
28.
The petition of Division of Gaming Enforcement to grant testimonial immunity in the Matter of Investigation of Interstate Industrial Corporation, Interstate Drywall Corporation, Frank DiTommaso and Peter DiTommaso was adjourned to the July 19 public meeting (transcript pages 59).

In accordance with Resolution No. 05-12-14-19, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, July 19, 2006, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 67).
