By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition for testimonial immunity, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-67  (ruling number 06-07-19-06; transcript pages 17-30).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Gary Ng, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89(e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.6, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Senior Vice President of Asian Player Development, without first having been found qualified (PRN 1600603)  (ruling number 06-07-19-07; transcript pages 30-32).

By vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the casino service industry license application of Paltronics, Inc. and found Angelo Palmisano qualified, subject to the conditions in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-07-19-10; transcript pages 36-38).
