Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of July 19, 2006 (transcript page 9).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 19 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for a hearing the casino employee license application of Sean Luong  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license initial and/or renewal applications, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) and N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a) for Blauvelt Engineers, Inc. NJ; Peltz Boxing Promotions, Inc.; and Gaming Laboratories International, Inc  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 found Donald W. Bauer plenarily qualified in connection with the gaming related CSI license of Shuffle Master, Inc., pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:   Joseph A. Fusco,  Executive Vice President of Government Affairs for Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC. ; and Gary A. Lagrotteria,  Vice President of Customer Development for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-15).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., Marina Associates (d/b/a Harrah's Casino Hotel Atlantic City), Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., (t/a Showboat Casino Hotel), Bally's Park Place, Inc., (d/b/a Bally's Atlantic City) and Boardwalk Regency Corp., (d/b/a Caesar's Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Maureen Adams, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-89 (e ) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6, to assume the duties and exercise the power of Regional Vice President of Finance for Atlantic City Operations, without first having been found qualified  (PRN 1990607) (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 15-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Andrew McGarrigel, Delmirah E. Muhammad (a/k/a Delmerah Muhammad), Michele Zappala, Bonnie J. Pasquale, Josephine E. Evans, Karen Berenato, Peter J. Boyle, MaryAnn Cuthbert, Daniel Maldonado, Wilfredo Bonilla, Jr and Rakeem D. Stewart   (rulings number 06-08-02-04-A, 06-08-02-04-B, 06-08-02-04-C, 06-08-02-04-D, 06-08-02-04-E, 06-08-02-04-F, 06-08-02-04-H, 06-08-02-04-I, 06-08-02-04-J, 06-08-02-04-K, 06-08-02-04-L);


Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credentials held by Marisa Castro.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (06-08-02-04-G; transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the non-gaming casino service industry license application of Service and Support Center, LLC and the qualifications of Ronald J. Nigro and Shelly Nigro  (06-08-02-05; transcript pages 18-19).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 issued a final order and a)  revoked Alexander Luu, (a/k/a Alex Lu, Alex Lun) casino employee license; b)  denied Mr. Luu casino employee license renewal application; c)  issued final Order of exclusion for Alexander Luu, (a/k/a Alex Lu, Alex Lun); and d)  granted the relief in a Division of Gaming Enforcement complaint seeking a final prohibition from Mr. Luu and Oriental Delight Restaurant and prohibited them from transacting any direct or indirect business with any casino licensees in Atlantic City until further Order  (06-0039-EL, 06-0149-ER, 04-0265-MI, 04-0217-RC)  (ruling number 06-08-02-06; transcript pages 20-21).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 denied Anthony L. Stephens permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (06-0210-RA) (ruling number 06-08-02-07; transcript pages 21-22; 31-33).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the casino service industry licenses held by Interstate Industrial Corporation and Interstate Drywall Corporation; and prohibited both companies and Frank DiTommaso and Peter DiTommaso from transacting any direct or indirect business with any casino licensees in Atlantic City until further Order  (06-0371-RC, 05-0789-RC)  (ruling number 06-08-02-08; transcript pages 23-24).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.21 (written variance report threshold)  (transcript pages 24-26).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.35 (Imprest Inventory for Slot Supervisors)  (transcript pages 26-27).
11.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.24a (Wire Transfers)  (transcript pages 27-29).
12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:47-3.12, 4.12, and 7.11 (Disclosed Card Dealt in Error for Baccarat- Punto Banco, Baccarat-Chemin De Fer and Minibaccarat)  (transcript pages 29-30).
13.
By a vote of 5-0 approved for publication and temporarily adopted amendment to N.J.A.C 19:47-2.7 (Even-Money Payout Election for Insurance Wagers)  (transcript pages 30-31).
