Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of August 16, 2006 (transcript page 9).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 27 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 16 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license initial and renewal applications, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a) and N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(c) for:  Capitol Sign Company, Inc.; Joseph Fabi, Inc.; Stone Concrete, Inc.; and Nina L. Carrion  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Robert G. Lindsay, NRT Technology Corp; Michael Stephens, NRT Technology Corp; and Roger A. Davis, Aristocrat International, Pty Ltd, Aristocrat Technologies Australia, Pty Ltd, and Aristocrat Technologies, Inc.


By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:   Frank A Muscolina, Vice President of Human Resources for Bally’s Park Place, Inc ; and James W. Tuthill, Vice President of Operations for ACE Gaming, LLC  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-14).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Atronic Americas, LLC and found the following individuals temporarily qualified to exercise the powers and assume the duties : Luke Orchard as Regional Sales Manager; Ken Bossingham as Vice President of Sales and Marketing; and Gary King as East Coast Sales Manager, for a period of 18 months, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B.  Further, granted the gaming related casino service industry license renewal application of Atronic Americas, LLC, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5:12-92(a)  (PRN 2000604)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 14-16).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corp., (d/b/a Caesar's Atlantic City) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Kimberly Coker, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Finance, without first having been qualified  (PRN 2270606)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 16-18).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Nelson M. Ruiz, Jr., Michael L. Tang, (a/k/a Lay Tu Tang), Lakinda S. Ferrell, Tairea T. Terry, Keith A. Washington, Yahanne Cooper, Nichole A. Douglas, Brent G. Henry, Valerie A. Bailey, Anna Bird, (a/k/a Anna Giovannone), John T. Doran, Jason M. Privitera, Maria L. Riddick and Joseph Brooks   (rulings number  06-09-06-05-A, 06-09-06-05-B, 06-09-06-05-C, 06-09-06-05-D, 06-09-06-05-E, 06-09-06-05-F, 06-09-06-05-G, 06-09-06-05-H, 06-09-06-05-I, 06-09-06-05-J, 06-09-06-05-K, 06-09-06-05-L, 06-09-06-05-M, 06-09-06-05-N; transcript pages 18-20).
6.
By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Robert M. Bell, Tina M. Harrell and Ronny M. Lane (ruling number 06-09-06-06-A, 06-09-06-06-B, 06-09-06-06-C; transcript pages 20-21).

7.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Aon Bermuda, LTD for an exemption from non-gaming related casino service industry licensure, based on its comparable regulation, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92(c) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 of the Act  (PRN 0970605)  (ruling number 06-09-06-07; transcript pages 21-25).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Grant Thornton, LLP for an exemption from non-gaming related casino service industry licensure, based on its comparable regulation, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92(c) and N.J.A.C 19:51-1.13 of the Act  (PRN 1380608)  (ruling number 06-09-06-08; transcript pages 25-28).

9.
Considered the petition of Cyberscan Technology, Inc., witnesses and oral arguments presented:


By a vote of 5-0 found that XAC Automation Corp need not file for licensure as a gaming related casino service industry, in order for the initial gaming related casino service industry license application to be deemed complete; and


By a vote of 4-1 (Commissioner Epps dissented) found that GA Services need not file for licensure as a gaming related casino service industry, in order for the initial gaming related casino service industry license application to be deemed complete  (PRN 1560615)  (ruling number 06-09-06-09; transcript pages 28-91).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:49-3.1, 3.2 and 3.3 and new rule N.J.A.C 19:49-3.4 concerning Junket Compensation Agreements  (transcript pages 93-94).
11.
By a vote of 5-0 readopted as published N.J.A.C. 19:51 (Persons Doing Business with Casino Licensees)  (transcript pages 94-95).
12.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City), for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 2280603) (ruling number 06-09-06-12; transcript pages 95-97).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C 19:47-14.9 (Player Maximum at Seven-Card Stud Poker Table)  (transcript pages 97-98).
14.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C 19:46-1.11 (Smaller Craps Table)  (transcript pages 98-99).
15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved IGT agreement to administer certain Multi-Casino Slot System Trust Agreements, subject to the conditions in Resolution. (PRN 1570614) (ruling number 06-09-06-15; transcript pages 91-92).
