Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of October 4, 2006 (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded to a hearing the application of Gary DiBartolomeo for a casino key employee license and qualification  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted 5 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license initial and renewal applications of Gelb Promotions, Inc. and Cornell & Company, Inc  (Exhibit EL-2*).


By a vote of 5-0 found Michael J. Read has established his plenarily qualification to the standards of a casino key employee, except for residency, as required by N.J.A.C 19:51-1.3, for a term to expire on October 31, 2009  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted the application of Thomas Wiedmayer for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Casino Operations for Marina Associates  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 8-12).

3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Richard M Coppola, Tammi L. Evans, Nicole S. Green, Donold R. Morton, Jeffrey D. Hughes Barbara Mahoney and James W. Dorsey (rulings number  06-10-18-03-A, 06-10-18-03-B, 06-10-18-03-D, 06-10-18-03-E, 06-10-18-03-F, 06-10-18-03-G, 06-10-18-03-H);

approved the stipulation of settlement and granted the application of Howard J. Brown for a casino employee license.  A $250 civil penalty and a 20 working day suspension was imposed against Mr. Brown’s casino employee license, for underage gaming violation of section 119a of the Act  (ruling number 06-10-18-03-C; transcript pages 13-15).

4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and granted Gary C. Dibartolomeo application for a casino key employee license and qualification as Vice President of Marketing for RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC and Resorts International Hotel, Inc., subject to the conditions in the stipulation  (06-10-18-04; transcript pages 15-18).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $250 against Michael J. Giardino for violation of section 100n of the Act (06-0245-VC)  (ruling number 06-10-18-05; transcript pages 18-19).

6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $17,500 against Weatherby Construction and Renovation Company for violation of N.J.S.A 5:12-104b and 123b  (06-0137-VC) (ruling number 06-10-18-06; transcript pages 19-22).

7.
By a vote of 5-0, ordered that the $10,000 in gaming chips confiscated from an excluded individual, Jeopng Bae Park, be forfeited.  Marina District Development Company, LLC (d/b/a Borgata Hotel, Casino & Spa) is required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A  5:12-71.3   (06-0209-VC)  (rulings number 06-10-18-07; transcript pages 22-24).
8.
By a vote of 5-0 granted Jason A. Mantegna permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and / or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee (ruling number 06-10-18-08; transcript pages 24-25).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Robert G. Darr, Ashley R. Eberson, James J. Liverani, Jr., Madge E. McCann, Nabil I. Pena and Frederick E, Pratt, Jr. (rulings number 06-10-18-09-A, 06-10-18-09-B, 06-10-18-09-C, 06-10-18-09-D, 06-10-18-09-E, 06-10-18-09-F; transcript pages 25-26).

10.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Pokertek, Inc., requesting a waiver of qualification for Madeline S. Crawford Irrevocable Trust and James T. Crawford, IV Irrevocable Trust, by finding that both Trusts lack the ability to control Pokertek, Inc., as permitted by N.J.A.C 19:51-1.14(b)(4), subject to the condition that each comply with the Commission’s notice and filing requirements, should they subsequently determine to influence or affect the affairs of Pokertek, Inc.  (PRN 2020601) (ruling number 06-10-18-10; transcript pages 26-28).
11.
Petition of Bally Gaming, Inc. to waive qualification requirement in connection with casino service industry license renewal application was adjourned  (PRN 3620503)  (transcript pages 28).

The Commission considered the Petition of Pinnacle Entertainment, Inc. for declaratory ruling that the application for a casino service industry license, pursuant to section 92A of the Act is deemed complete  (PRN 2840609); Petition of Pinnacle Entertainment, Inc. and ACE Gaming, Inc. for approval of transactional waivers  (PRN 2850602); and Petition of Pinnacle Entertainment, Inc. for rulings relating to its status as a financial source  (PRN 2710601) and oral arguments presented:

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Order and found:  

a)  Pinnacle to be a qualified financial source of ACE Gaming LLC;

b) Pinnacle’s status as a financial source does not allow Sands to draw from the escrow


 account established by Pinnacle, without prior Commission approval;

c) deemed Pinnacle’s casino service industry license application to be complete;

d) waived the qualification for the eleven officers identified in the petition;

e)  granted the transactional waivers and permitted Pinnacle to possess, store and transport gaming equipment and perform the specific consulting services enumerated in the petition, during the pendency of Pinnacle’s CSI license application;

f)  delegated to Chair Kassekert or her designee the authority 
to approve any request 

by Pinnacle to engage in any consulting activity not specified in its petition and incorporated in the Commission’s Order;

g)  sealed the exhibit containing the terms of compensation for certain officers; and 


h)  Pinnacle’s request to be able to:  1.  collect on counterchecks;  2.  pay out on 

certain gaming liabilities, such as gaming chips, slot tickets, unclaimed jackpots and front money deposits; and  3.  possess and store gaming records of Sands; 
remains outstanding and will be considered at the Commission’s public meeting of November 2, 2006  (ruling number 06-10-18-12; transcript pages 28-37).

Petition of Scientific Games Racing, LLC for rulings regarding residency of employees at Mt Laurel Data Center was adjourned to the November 8, 2006 public meeting  (PRN2400601) (transcript pages 37).

Consideration of the qualification of Lance J. Millage to serve as Senior Vice President, Corporate controller of RIH Resorts, LLC was adjourned  (transcript pages 37).

Second amended petition of RIH Acquisition NJ, LLC to approve the issuance of certain Promissory Notes and Warrants, and for other Relief was adjourned  (PRN 2090615)  (transcript pages 37).

Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the "Pokermania" Slot System and to transfer its progressive and secondary jackpots to the "Wheel Of Fortune $.01 Video" Slot:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT's request to transfer the Pokermania progressive jackpots, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 2700601)  (ruling number 06-10-18-18; transcript pages 37-38).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendments to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.9b and 1.9c (Complimentary Reporting of Cash and Non-Cash Gifts)  (transcript pages 38-39).
20.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.AC 19:46-1.6 (Commingled Value Chip Inventories) (transcript pages 39-40).
21.
By a vote of 5-0   a)  preliminarily approved dragon bonus wager for baccarat punto banco and minibaccarat as a new wager for compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;   b)  authorized the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new wager to begin on or after November 27, 2006; subject to conditions, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;   c)  temporarily adopted the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test   d)  delegated to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new wager; and   e)  conditioned any test of dragon bonus wager upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the new wager  (transcript pages 40-43).
