Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 5-0 ratified the minutes of November 8, 2006 and the special hearing of November 2, 2006  (transcript pages 8).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 14 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).
By a vote of 5-0 remanded to a hearing the casino service industry license application of J & S Transportation NY, Inc. and the qualifications of Beimeng Fu and Qianjiang Wang, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-92 (c )  (Exhibit EL-1*).


By a vote of 5-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 5-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Michael C. O’Hagan, Vice President of Human Resources for Marina Associates and Atlantic City Showboat, Inc; and James M. Ziereis, Vice President of Convention and Hotel Sales for Marina Associates, Atlantic City Showboat, Inc., Bally’s Park Place, Inc. and Boardwalk Regency Corporation   (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-12).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Michael Angello, Dennis M. Bargas, William F. Beatty, Elizabeth D. Kane, Barry A. Nellom- Callender, Boualavanh Vongphachanh, Jean W. Pierre, Barbara J. Hulsizer, Marc A. Cortes and Latanya N. Harris (rulings number  06-11-29-03-A, 06-11-08-29-B, 06-11-29-03-C, 06-11-29-03-D, 06-11-29-03-E, 06-11-29-03-F, 06-11-29-03-H, 06-11-29-03-I, 06-11-29-03-J, 06-11-29-03-K);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Charles Braithwaite, III.  Respondent may apply for a position that does not require a license; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-11-29-03-G; transcript pages 12-13).

By a vote of 5-0 granted Bradley J Armstrong permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and/or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel alcoholic beverage employee  (ruling number 06-11-29-04-A);


By a vote of 5-0 denied Lavar K. Green petition to obtain employment early as a non-credential casino hotel alcoholic beverage employee  (ruling number 06-11-29-04-B);.


By a vote of 5-0 denied Linda R. Smith permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration, but granted her permission to obtain employment early as a non-credential casino hotel alcoholic beverage employee, subject to the conditions in the Order  (ruling number 06-11-29-04-C; transcript pages 13-30).

By vote of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Gerald T. Brown and Eduardo Morales   (ruling number 06-11-29-05-A, 06-11-29-05-B; transcript pages 30-32).

The petition of LGC Wireless, Inc. for a waiver of qualification for Intel Capital Corporation was adjourned to the December 13, 2006 public meeting  (PRN 2020606)  (transcript pages 32-33).

The petition of LGC Wireless, Inc. for waiver of qualification for Omers Administration Corporation was adjourned to the December 13, 2006 public meeting

(PRN 2020607) (transcript pages 32-33).

The petition of LGC Wireless, Inc. for waiver of qualification for Mayfield Fund was adjourned to the December 13, 2006 public meeting (PRN 2220601) (transcript pages 32-33).
9.
The petition of LGC Wireless, Inc. for waiver of qualification for Crystal Ventures was adjourned to the December 13, 2006 public meeting (PRN 2210601) (transcript pages 32-33).
10.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Office Depot, Inc., and waived the qualification of Alliance Bernstein, LP, pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:51-1.14(b)(3), based on Alliance Bernstein, LP status as an institutional investor as defined by N.J.S.A 5:12-27.1, subject to the condition that Alliance Bernstein, LP., comply with the Commission’s notice and filing requirements  (PRN 2540604) (ruling number 06-11-29-10; transcript pages 33-34, 51-52).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Gage Parrish qualified to serve as Vice President of Finance for Boyd Gaming Corporation  (ruling number 06-11-29-11; transcript pages 34-36).

12.
Considered the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC (d/b/a Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort) to amend N.J.A.C. 19:46-1.18(g):

By a vote of 5-0 denied the petition to publish an amendment decreasing the card change frequency for Blackjack, Spanish 21, Minibaccarat and double attack blackjack  (PRN 2580605) (transcript page 36-37).

13.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted as published amendment to N.J.A.C. 19:47-2.7 (Even-Money Payout Election for Insurance Wager in Blackjack)  (transcript pages 47-48).
14.
By a vote of 5-0  a)  preliminarily approve total card wagers for baccarat-punto banco and minibaccarat as new wagers for compatible with the public interest, pursuant to section 5 of the Act;   b)  authorize the publication of the Notice of Temporary adoption, which will permit a test of the new wager to begin on or after January 9, 2007; subject to conditions, and continue for a period of time not to exceed 270 days;   c)  temporarily adopt the amendments contained in the Notice of Proposal, for the purpose of conducting the test   d)  delegate to the Director of the Division of Compliance, the authority to establish the terms and conditions of a test of the new wagers;   e)  condition any test of total card wagers upon the filing with and approval by the Division of Compliance of all necessary test submissions for a section 69e test of the new wager; and   f)  further, condition any test of the total card wagers upon the issuance of a transactional waiver for New Action Gaming, LLC  (transcript pages 48-51).
