session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert acknowledged the retirement of the following Casino Control Commission employees:  Richard Franz, Director, Division of Compliance and John Kovac, Manager of Administrative Operations, Division of Administration  (transcript pages 9-12).

By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of November 29, 2006  (transcript page 13).

2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 8 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted 13 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 granted the casino service industry license application of D’Artagnan, Inc.

By a vote of 4-0 granted the application of Brett C. Kline for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Assistant General Manager for Atlantic City Showboat, Inc.  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 13-16).

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credential held by Michael D’Amico.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for early reapplication for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 06-12-13-04-M; transcript pages 19-22).

By a vote of 4-0, based upon non-compliance with the licensing conditions set forth in the Order dated February 2, 2005, vacated the existing Order and denied the license renewal application of Lynda D. Wiley  (ruling number 06-12-13-05; transcript pages 22-24).

By vote of 4-0 suspended the credentials held by Robert Brown, Michael R. Jones and Carolyn M. Williams  (ruling number 06-12-13-04-A, 06-12-13-04-B, 06-12-13-04-C; transcript pages 24-25).

By a vote of 4-0 entered final Order directing that the name of John Michael Redington  (a/k/a Jerome Casey, James Knowles, John McCormick, William McCormick, John Reddington, Michael Reddington, Michael Reed, John Reilly and John Riley) remain on the exclusion list until further Order of the Commission. By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested in the amended petition, to the extent set forth, and subject to the condition, in the Resolution  (PRN 3380601) (ruling number 06-12-13-10; transcript pages 27-31).

By a vote of 4-0 adopt the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d (1), as to the Vice President of Leadership and the Vice President of Training for Harrah's Operating Company  (PRN  333060)  (ruling number 06-12-13-11; transcript pages 31-33).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Grant D. Ashley qualified to serve as Vice President of Corporate Security, Surveillance and Investigations for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc  (ruling number 06-12-13-12; transcript pages 33-34).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Michael J. Romano on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of Regulatory Compliance for Colony RIH Holdings, Inc., and Resorts International Holdings, LLC, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7.  (PRN 3100609)  (ruling number 06-12-13-13; transcript pages 34-37)

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Heath Daughtrey temporarily qualified, and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President of It Services and Integration for Harrah’s Operating Company, Inc, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, and in the Resolution.  (PRN 3260608) (ruling number 06-12-13-14; transcript pages 37-39).

By a vote of 4-0 readopted for publication, without amendment N.J.A.C 19:49  (Junkets)  (transcript pages 39-40).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the WMS "Powerball" slot system, slot system agreement and the Powerball annuity trust agreement, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3040607)  (ruling number 06-12-13-18; transcript pages 44-46).

Considered the joint petition of RIH Acquisition, LLC, NJ and Resorts International Hotel, Inc. for approval of a Second Amended and Restated Joint Services Agreement:
By a vote of 4-0 granted in part:  a)  approved certain portions of the amended and joint services agreement, subject to the conditions set forth in the Commission’s Order; and  b) deferred consideration of the Petitioners’ request to transfer positions from the casino licensees’ tables of organization to the Holding Company level (PRN 0600601)  (ruling number 06-12-13-19; transcript pages 47-51).

The Commission unanimously adopted Resolution No. 06-12-13-20 permitting the Commission to hold a closed session before each scheduled public meeting in 2007.
