Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
1.
By a vote of 4-0 ratified the minutes of January 3, 2007  (transcript page 8).

2.
By a vote of 4-0 remanded to a hearing the casino service industry license renewal application of Par-4, Inc. 

By a vote of 4-0 granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).
By a vote of 4-0 granted the application of Kevin P. Sterling for an initial casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Food and Beverage for Atlantic City Showboat, Inc. (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 9-11).

3.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the amended petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Mario Di Guiseppe, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Casino Operations for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., without first having been qualified  (PRN 3620601)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 11-12).
4.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort) and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Michael S. Lyons, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Director of Security for Adamar of New Jersey, Inc., without first having been qualified  (PRN 3620602)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 12-13).
5.
By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Krasimir D. Georgiev, Jerone M. Samuel, Axilis D. Perez, Danita M. Davis – Travers, Christopher R. Wells and Logan F. Holt, Jr.  (rulings number 07-01-17-05-B, 07-01-17-05-C, 07-01-17-05-D, 07-01-17-05-F, 07-01-17-05-G, 07-01-17-05-H);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license application of Jose Ramon Crespo  (a/k/a Alex Rodriguez).  Applicant may be employed in a position that does not require a license; permitted to reapply early for a casino service employee registration and a casino employee license in accordance with the conditions and timelines set forth in the stipulation.  (ruling number 07-01-17-05-A);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credentials held by Bill Tran  (a/k/a Lu Tran).  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-01-17-05-E); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credentials held by Anthony S. Russell.  Respondent may petition for non-credential employment; petition for a casino service employee registration; and apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-01-17-05-I; transcript pages 13-15).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $250.00 and a 20 working day suspension against Phillip J. Verone, Jr., for underage gaming violation of section 119a of the Act  (ruling number 07-01-17-06; transcript pages 15-16).
7.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner Michael A. Fedorko, Vice Chair, and found Robert L. Carpo, Jr. disqualified and not rehabilitated, pursuant to section 86 c(1) and 91d of the Act.  However, good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act, to allow Mr. Carpo, Jr., to hold a casino service employee registration and be employed in a position that does not require a license  (06-0154-RC) (ruling number 07-01-17-07; transcript pages 16-19).
8.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credential held by Adam C. Purvis  (ruling number 07-01-17-08; transcript pages 19-20).

9.
Petition of Ikon Office Solutions, Inc. for waiver of qualification of Steel Partners, II, LP


was adjourned to the February 7, 2007 public meeting (PRN 2120601)  (transcript page 20).
10.
Petitions of LGC Wireless, Inc. for waiver of qualification for Mayfield Fund, Crystal Ventures, Intel Capital Corporation and Omers Administration Corporation was adjourned to the February 7, 2007 public meeting (PRN 222060, 2210601, 2020606, 2020607)  (transcript page 20).
11.
By a vote of 4-0 denied the petition of S. D. for removal from the voluntary exclusion list  (PRN 0040605)  (ruling number 07-01-17-11; transcript pages 20-57).
12.
By a vote of 4-0 adopt the draft resolution and waived the qualification requirement, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-85d (1), as the Regional President of Iowa and Missouri Operations and Senior Vice President and General Manager of Horseshoe and Council Bluffs  (PRN 0050701)  (ruling number 07-01-17-12; transcript pages 58-59).

13.
Considered the petition of IGT to terminate the "I Love Lucy" slot system, and to transfer its progressive jackpot to the progressive jackpots of the "Wheel of Fortune $.01" slot systems:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved IGT's request to transfer a progressive slot jackpot, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3520602)  (ruling number 07-01-17-13; transcript pages 59-61).


In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, February 7, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 61).
