Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:
Chair Kassekert acknowledged Michael Epps reappointment as Commissioner and welcomed him back to the Commission  (transcript page 9).
1.
By a vote of 4-0 (Commissioner Epps abstained) ratified the minutes of January 17, 2007  (transcript page 10).

2.
By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 

By a vote of 5-0 remanded the junket related casino service industry license application of Joe Travis Horton, Jr.
By a vote of 5-0 granted 12 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino

employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 5-0 granted the casino service industry license application of Top Rank, Inc.
By a vote of 5-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Louis J. Castle, Shuffle Master, Inc.; and Kimihiko Higashio, Konami Gaming, Inc.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the renewal application of Patricia M. Wild for a casino key employee license and for qualification as Vice President of Regulatory and Legal Affairs for Resorts International Hotel, Inc.. (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-14).

3.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the petition of Trump Taj Mahal Associates LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC and Trump Marina Associates, LLC,  and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Ravneet Bhandari, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted him, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Senior Vice President of Revenue Management, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0050705)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 14-16).
4.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the joint petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. and RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC, and issued a temporary casino key employee license to Mary R. Kramer, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 5 :12-89 (e) and permitted her, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19 :43-2.6 to assume the duties and exercise the power of Vice President of Design and Construction, without first having been qualified  (PRN 0260701)  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 16-18).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Robert B. Hill, John Chambers, Arthur Levinson, Mack D. Ragsdale, III and Donna L. Levin (a/k/a Donna K, Lichtenberger)(rulings number 07-02-07-05-A, 07-02-07-05-C, 07-02-07-04-D, 07-02-07-05-E, 07-02-07-05-G);

Approved the stipulation and revoked the casino employee license of Ricardo Rubio- Hernandez and good cause is found, pursuant to section 106c of the Act to permit Mr. Hernandez to work in a position that does not require a license.  A civil penalty of $250 was imposed for violation of section 86b of the Act and respondent is required to provide proof of his permanent resident alien status.  Respondent may apply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation    (ruling number 07-02-07-05-B); and

Approved the stipulation of settlement and revoked the credentials held by Dorothia O. Dorsey.  Respondent may petition for non-credential hotel employment and petition for a casino service employee registration in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-02-07-05-F; transcript pages 18-21).
6.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and imposed a civil penalty of $20,000 against RIH Acquisitions, NJ, LLC (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), for violation of Commission regulations, regarding underage gambling  (06-0538-VC)  (ruling number 07-02-07-05; transcript pages 21-23).
7.
By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulation of settlement and suspended Richard Cook casino key employee license for a period of three working days; and direct that a letter of reprimand be made a permanent part of his employee file, for violation of Commission regulations, regarding surveillance  (06-0069-VC)  (ruling number 07-02-07-07; transcript pages 23-25).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 denied Adriana D. Quirindongo permission to reapply early for a casino service employee registration or to obtain employment early as a non-credential hotel employee  (ruling number 07-02-07-08-A);


By a vote of 5-0 granted Dorothy M Sheppard permission to reapply early for casino service employee registration  (ruling number 07-02-07-08-B); and

By a vote of 5-0 granted Movita C. Terrell permission to reapply early for a casino employee license, a casino service employee registration and/or to work as a non-credential hotel employee (ruling number 07-02-07-08-C; transcript pages 25-30).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 suspended the credential held by Cindy Arroyave and Diolva V. Perez (ruling number 07-01-07-09-A, 07-02-07-09-B; transcript pages 30-31).

10.
By a vote of 5-0, due their being underage on the date of the winnings, or on the self-exclusion list, the money theoretically won by the named individuals in the three violation complaints against Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City Hotel and Casino); et al. (06-0341-VC); Bally’s Park Place, Inc. (d/b/a Bally’s Atlantic City Hotel and Casino); et al. (06-0483-VC); Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino & Resort); et al. (06-0521-VC); and Marina District Development Company (d/b/a Borgata Casino Hotel & Spa); et al.  (06-0590-VC) is forfeited, and the respective casinos are required to remit the forfeited money to the Commission in accordance with N.J.S.A 5:12-71.3(c) (ruling number 07-02-07-10-A, 07-02-07-10-B, 07-02-07-10-C, 07-02-07-10-D; transcript pages 31-33).

11.
Considered the petition of Ikon Office Solutions, Inc. for waiver of qualification of Steel Partners, II, LP:


By a vote of 5-0 tabled the petition for 45 days  (PRN 2120601)  (transcript pages 68-70).

12.
By a vote of 5-0 granted the petition of Sapient Corporation, and waived the qualification of Wellington Management Company, LLP, pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:51-1.14 (b) (3) and N.J.S.A 5:12-85 (f), based on its status as an institutional investor as defined by N.J.S.A 5:12-27.1  (PRN 3190608) (ruling number 07-02-07-12; transcript pages 33-35).
13.
Considered the petitions of LGC Wireless, Inc. for waiver of qualification for Mayfield Fund; Crystal Ventures; Intel Capital Corporation; and Omers Administration Corporation:

By a vote of 5-0 tabled the petition for 45 days  (PRN 2220601, 2210601, 2020606, 2020607)  (transcript pages 35-68).

14.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Dennis Gallagher temporarily qualified, and authorized him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Vice President, Chief Regulatory and Compliance Officer for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc., subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplemental by February 22, 2007  (PRN 0240704) (ruling number 07-02-07-14; transcript pages 70-72).

15.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and approved the petition of Boardwalk Regency Corporation (d/b/a Caesars Atlantic City) for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its gaming floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution (PRN 0240707)  (ruling number 07-02-07-15; transcript pages 72-74).

16.
By a vote of 5-0 denied the Petition of RIH Acquisitions, NJ, LLC (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton), for an amendment to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.34   (PRN 2700604)  (ruling number 07-02-07-16; transcript pages 74-80).

In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, February 21, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 80).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 12:03 a.m.
