PRESENT:        Vice Chair Michael A. Fedorko and Commissioners 
  Michael C. Epps, Ralph G. Frulio and William T. Sommeling
Subsequent to the reading of a statement of compliance with the notice requirements
of the Open Public Meetings Act and identification of items discussed during closed 

session, the Commission considered and took formal action on the following matters:

By a vote of 4-0, (Commissioner Frulio abstained) ratified the minutes of February 21, 2007  (transcript page 9-10).

By a vote of 5-0 remanded for hearings 3 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 

By a vote of 5-0 granted 6 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino

employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript page 10-11).

By a vote of 5-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications Eileen L. Kirby, , Letitia E. Wilder, Lilian N. Wokocha, Brian Henry, Matthew E. Bell, Terrence E. Cannon, Robert D. Davis, Joseph K. Ho , Vicky D. Smith, Terrie A. Mault, Carlota Fiore, Anthony Ranniello and Michael Grant Jr. (rulings number 07-03-07-03-A, 07-03-07-03-B, 07-03-07-03-C, 07-03-07-03-D, 07-03-07-03-E, 07-03-07-03-F, 07-03-07-03-G, 07-03-07-03-H, 07-03-07-03-I, 07-03-07-03-J, 07-03-07-03-K, 07-03-07-03-L, 07-03-07-03-M, 07-03-07-03-N);

Approved the stipulation of settlement and denied the casino employee license held by Anthony E. Reed.  Applicant is permitted to retain his casino service employee registration and reapply for a casino employee license in accordance with the timelines set forth in the stipulation  (ruling number 07-03-07-03-B; transcript pages 11-13).

The Initial Decision in renewal application of Glenford Cunningham was adjourned to the March 21, 2007 public meeting  (05-0454-ER)  (transcript page 13).
5.
By a vote of 5-0 denied Dean White permission to reapply early for a casino employee license  (ruling number 07-02-21-07; transcript pages 14-15).

6.
By a vote of 5-0, found Amos M. Jones in compliance with the licensure conditions set forth in the Commission’s Order dated August 17, 2005  (ruling number 07-03-07-06; transcript pages 15-18).

7.
By votes of 5-0 suspended the credentials held by Felix R. Pluma and Marcel Thomas  (ruling number 07-03-07-07-A, 07-03-07-07-B; transcript pages 18-25).

8.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Aldo Manzini on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Chief Administrative Officer & Executive Vice President for MGM MIRAGE, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplemental by March 22, 2007  (PRN 0440717) (ruling number 07-03-07-08; transcript pages 25-27).

9.
By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the petition of RIH Acquisitions NJ, LLC. (d/b/a Atlantic City Hilton) for an amendment to its Certificate of Operation and Casino Hotel Alcoholic Beverage License, to permit the reconfiguration and expansion of its casino floor, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0510701)  (ruling number 07-03-07-09; transcript pages 31-34).

Considered the petition of WMS Gaming, Inc. for approval of the "Reel Adventures" annuity jackpot multi-casino progressive slot system and its slot system agreement and trust agreement, pursuant to N.J.A.C 19:45-1.39A and 1.40B:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and approved the WMS “Reel Adventures” slot system, slot system agreement and the Reel Adventures annuity trust agreement, subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 3620605)  (ruling number 07-03-07-10; transcript pages 34-36).

The Rulemaking petition of Francis Lentz for proposed publication of amendments to N.J.A.C 19:47-3.7 and 7.7  ("Last Call For Bets" In Mini-Baccarat) was adjourned to the March 21, 2007 public meeting  (transcript page 36).

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and authorized Daniel J. Taylor on a temporary basis, prior to his plenary qualification, to assume the duties and exercise the powers of Board Director for MGM MIRAGE, subject to the conditions contained in N.J.A.C. 19:43-2.7, which, among other things, required that he file a Personal History disclosure Form-MJ and NJ Supplemental by March 22, 2007  (PRN 0540703) (ruling number 07-03-07-12; transcript pages 28-31).

13.
Considered the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. for approval of a Material Debt Transaction, and for other relief; and the petition of Resorts International Hotel, Inc. for qualification of Thomas F. Harrison to serve as an Officer of Colony GP IV, Inc.:

Exhibits D-1 (redacted) to D-2 (redacted), P-1 to P-24 were entered into evidence.

By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft resolution and granted the relief requested in the petitions, to the extent set forth in the findings and rulings, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 0590704; 3630601 - Sixth Count) (ruling number 07-03-07-13; transcript pages 37-85).
