By a vote of 4-0 remanded for hearings 14 applications for initial or renewal of casino 



key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-1*). 

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino employee license application of Kyong S. Case (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino employee license application of Susette M. Dessoye (Exhibit EL-1*).

By a vote of 4-0 remanded for a hearing the casino service industry license application of Susanna’s, Inc.

By a vote of 4-0 granted 11 applications for initial or renewal of casino key and casino employee licenses  (Exhibit EL-2*).

By a vote of 4-0 found the following plenarily qualified in connection with their respective gaming related casino service industry licenses, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 19:51-1.14B(h):  Stephen M. Race,  Bally Gaming, Inc.; and Merle H. Banta,  American Gaming & Electronics, Inc.
By a vote of 4-0 granted the following applications for initial and renewal of casino key employee licenses and for qualification:  Gregg L. Caren, Vice President of Hotel Sales for Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC, and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC ; Richard M. Santoro, Executive Vice of Asset Protection & Risk Management for Trump Marina Associates, LLC, Trump Plaza Associates, LLC, and Trump Taj Mahal Associates, LLC ; and Mark E. Starrett, Vice President of Hotel Operations for Atlantic Showboat, Inc  (Exhibit EL-2*; transcript pages 10-15).

By a vote of 4-0 approved the stipulations of settlement and consent agreements and granted the casino key and casino employee license or renewal applications of Randy P. Brown, Luis A. Moya- Vargas (a/k/a Luis A. Moya, Luis A. Vargas), Celeste E. English and James C. Klunk  (rulings number 07-01-03-05-A, 07-01-03-05-B, 07-01-03-05-C, 07-01-03-05-D; transcript pages 15-17).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and revoked the casino service employee registration of Luis A. Maldonado.  Mr. Maldonado is prohibited from applying for or holding any license, registration, qualification, or approval required under the Act  (05-0751-RC)  (ruling number 07-01-03-06; transcript pages 16-18, 23-25).

By a vote of 4-0 adopted the Initial Decision of Hearing Examiner William T. Sommeling, Commissioner, and revoked the casino service employee registration of Rosa M. Pena-Siguas (a/k/a Lillian Rivera), but found good cause to permit Ms. Pena-Siguas to work in a non-credential hotel position  (05-0876-RC)  (ruling number 07-01-03-07; transcript pages 18-20).
8.
By a vote of 4-0 suspended the credential held by Doroteo Roman- Ramirez  (ruling number 07-01-03-08; transcript pages 20-21).

9.
By a vote of 4-0 adopted the draft Resolution and found Jennifer Shatley qualified to serve as Program Vice President, Code of Commitment for Harrah's Operating Company, Inc.  (ruling number 07-01-03-09; transcript pages 21-23).


In accordance with Resolution No. 06-12-13-20, the next closed session of the Commission shall be held on Wednesday, January 17, 2007, at 9:15 a.m. in the Commission offices  (transcript page 25).


There being no members of the public to address the Commission, the meeting adjourned at 10:48 a.m.
