Considered the petition of Pinnacle Entertainment, Inc. for rulings relating to the Shutdown of the Sands, and for other relief; and the petition of ACE Gaming, LLC and Atlantic Coast Entertainment Holdings, Inc. for certain declaratory rulings.

The Commission heard presentations of petitioner and the testimony of George Toth, President, Ace Gaming, LLC, and Kim Townsend, Senior Vice President, Marketing, Pinnacle Entertainment, Inc.

The commission considered the written submissions, witnesses and oral arguments presented and issued the following ruling:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution and granted the relief requested in the petition, to the extent set forth, and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN) (PRN 2710601, 2680602); (ruling number 06-11-02-01; transcript pages 1-43).

Considered the amended petition of Wimar Tahoe Corporation, for interim casino authorization to own and operate Tropicana Casino and Entertainment Resort  (PRN 1570613);


Petition of Wimar Tahoe Corporation, Wimar Opco, LLC, Wimar  Opco Intermediate Holdings, LLC and Wimar  Opco Holdings, LLC  for a declaratory ruling with respect to the provisions of N.J.S.A   5:12-82(d ) (7) (8) (10)  (PRN 2490609);


Petition of Wimar Tahoe Corporation, Wimar Opco, LLC, Wimar  Opco Intermediate Holdings, LLC and Wimar  Opco Holdings, LLC  for declaratory relief with respect to certain debt transactions  (PRN 2780607); and


Joint petition of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. (d/b/a Tropicana Casino and Resort) and Wimar Tahoe Corporation for temporary licensing of Fred A. Buro as a casino key employee, pursuant to N.J.S.A 5:12-89e, and to permit him to assume the duties and exercise the powers of President and Chief Operating Officer of Adamar of New Jersey, Inc. without having first been qualified, pursuant to N.J.A.C  19:43-2.6  (PRN 2770606).

The Commission received into evidence exhibits P-1 to P-2 from Wimar Tahoe Corporation (“Petitioner”) and exhibit D-1 from the Division of Gaming Enforcement (“Division”).

The Commission approved the Petitioner sealing request and redacted portions of exhibits D-1 and P-1.

The Commission heard presentations of petitioner and the testimony of William J. Yung, III, President, Wimar Tahoe Corporation; Richard M. FitzPatrick, Chief Financial Officer, Wimar Tahoe Corporation; and Fred Buro, Vice President, Marketing, Columbia Entertainment, Inc.

The commission considered the written submissions, witnesses and oral arguments presented and issued the following rulings:


By a vote of 5-0 adopted the draft Resolution as modified on the record, and granted interim casino authorization to Wimar Tahoe Corporation, and approved the material debt transactions, all set forth in the findings and rulings and subject to the conditions in the Resolution  (PRN 1570613, 2490609, 2770606, 2780607) (ruling number 06-11-2-02; transcript pages 44-114).
