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2         13th, 2014, is not a final decision of the
3         Division of Gaming Enforcement as required by
4         NJSA 12:107h and provided for in NJSA
5         5:12-107i.
6                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Thank you.
7                Is there a second?
8                COMMISSIONER COOPER:  Mr. Chair, I'll
9         make the second.

10                CHAIR LEVINSON:  Any discussion?
